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PAPER OF THE ALYTUS TEFSIR

The main part of the manuscript is written on paper with a watermark “A fish in a wreath under
a crown” (so called “paper with carp” / “Karpen Papier”) with a countermark 7HK with three
lilies. This watermark is similar to Laucevi¢ius No. 4177 (1735-1739) (Laucevi¢ius 1967), but
in Laucevicius album this item has a countermark without lilies. On f. 478a (in Latin digits 481)
we see countermark GHP, but the main part (shape) of the watermark is unknown (missing). On
the front endpaper (on the protective paper sheets between the textblock and the top cover of the
binding) there is a “white date” [1]788 (?) and letters BO®AY. The same watermark has “white
date” 1786 in Klepikov's album No. 90 (Kiermnkos 1978). On the back endpaper (on the protec-
tive paper sheets between the textblock and the bottom cover of the binding) there is a watermark
“Oak” with a countermark JAN SZULC PRENNY No 4 (Laucevicius, No. 648, 1823). According
on the location of the watermarks and countermarks on the protective sheets, it can be assumed
that one leaf is lacking between f. 2 and f. 3.
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
